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1. AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS
A. Amendments to the Constitution and Bylaws may be made by a two-thirds majority of the necessary quorum at a regular meeting at which the vote will be taken.
B. Notice of motion to amend must be given in writing at least twenty-four hours prior to the meeting at which the vote will be taken.

C. No amendment may be made that will effect a change unless such change is in accordance with the provisions of the Non-Profit Corporations Act.
2. THE ACT

Any deficiencies or variations between the content of this constitution and the bylaws of the Association and the contents of the non-profit corporation Act shall be determined or resolved by reference to the Act.

3. FISCAL YEAR END
The Association will be from 1-January to 31-December of each year
4. FEES
The deadline for the payment of Fee will be 31-December of each year.

8. LIQUIDATION AND DISSOLUTION OF THE ASSOCIATION
A. Liquidation and Dissolution of the Association

B. Subject to Section 199(5), (6), of the Non-profit Corporations Act.

C. The association must follow the Government of Canada rules for the Dissolving a not-for-profit corporation.

D. On dissolution of the Corporation, its property and assets shall, after the payment of all liabilities be transferred to the Soaring Association of Canada to be used in the future.
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
