c) Receiving instructional flights with a student pilot permit
Class B privileges shall include Class C plus:

a) Flying as a tow pilot
b) Operating of the winch

c) Official Observer

Class C privileges shall include Class D plus:

a) Receiving instructional flights
Class D privileges shall include:

a) Assisting with field and aircraft maintenance

b) Assist in the retrieval of gliders during landouts

c) Assist with the assembly of gliders

d) Attending Club functions

e) Assisting with flight line operations

MEMBERS:

Sec. 1: There shall be four grades of memberships in SAS:

Sustaining Member, Tow Pilot/Winch Operator, Associate, Supporting.

Sec. 2: A member shall be an individual who has paid the appropriate membership fees.

Sec. 3: A Sustaining Member shall have all the Class A privileges.

Sec. 4: A Tow Pilot/Winch Operator shall have all the Class B privileges.

Sec. 5: An Associate Member shall have all of the Class C privileges.

Sec. 6: A Support Member shall have all of the Class D privileges.

Sec. 7: A Life Member may be in Class A , B, C or D.
