What is the purpose of the SAS self-declaration form?

This information is used for the purpose of calculating diversity statistics to enable

SAS to evaluate our progress to achieving representative members. Our goal is to have members that are representative of the demographics of diversity group members in the Saskatchewan population. Diversity groups include Aboriginal peoples, visible minorities and women and men in occupations where their gender is underrepresented. 

How will SAS use the data collected and how is it stored?

Your information is traced for Sask Sport statistical purposes only and kept confidential. This form is kept confidential.

Why have individuals in the past chosen not to self-declare?

We acknowledge that some people are hesitant to self-declare as a diversity group member for fear of being marginalized or because of past experiences. We want to assure you the use and intent of our collection of this data is for statistical purposes alone and will not be used in any other way.

What is “self-declaration”?

This is a voluntary process of identifying yourself, as a member of the following groups: Aboriginal status, age, and gender.

This information is held in strict confidence and a limited number of personnel have access to this information.

How will this information be used?

Sask Sport provides statistical reporting to the government and its members. No individual information is provided.
